months). 

➢ Mailed applications are not accepted-you must apply in person or through a reputable visa 

service (CGSE recommends Washington Passport and Visa Service, contact information below). 

➢ You should apply for a multiple-entry visa. 

➢ You should submit a copy of your Yunnan University acceptance letter—the consulate will keep 

it—carry the original with you to Kunming.
