If you are an academic year student, you will submit the documentation outlined above and will receive a 

student visa. Once you arrive in Spain, the Resident Director with work with you to complete the process, 

including obtaining a student ID card.  

 

DUAL CITIZENSHIP: 

If you hold dual-citizenship passports, you should check with the appropriate Consulate that serves your 
jurisdiction about your student visa process.  Citizens of some countries (EU) may not be required to 
secure a visa to study in Spain; others may have special additional requirements.  You will need to 
contact the Spanish Consulate in your country of citizenship or check their website.
