remember to complete and sign both forms.   

o You may follow the guidelines for the ‘business visa’ as you will receive a letter of invitation.   

o You will not need to submit proof of funds (bank statement) for the visa. 

Step 2: COMPLETE YOUR VISA APPLICATION AND GATHER SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS 
 

 AS SOON AS POSSIBLE: make an appointment with your health care provider or a travel clinic to get 

a Yellow WHO card, required Yellow Fever vaccination, and other recommended vaccinations and 

preventative medications.  You need to take care of the Yellow Fever vaccination and WHO card 

before applying for your visa.
