Step 2: COMPLETE YOUR VISA APPLICATION AND GATHER SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

> MAKE AN APPOINTMENT with your health care provider for an HIV test. You need to have
the HIV test done within 90 days of your departure for Russia. You need to have the negative
results in hand before applying for your visa.

Step 3: SEND YOUR MATERIALS TO THE VISA SERVICE

> Send your completed applications, HIV test results, processing fee, and all other supporting
documents (listed on the following page) by UPS, FedEx, or registered mail to WPVS.

> Please make sure your application and materials are complete before sending them to the visa
service. Any error in your paperwork could jeopardize your application and cause serious delays in
processing.
